• He was 111 when he died

• He has no recorded words in scripture

• He has two feast days ( The solemnity of st Joseph is March 19th) ( The feast of st Joseph  the worker is 
May 1st)         

• He’s the earthly father of Jesus and he protected the immaculate mother of God, Mary and did his job 
humbly and silently 

• He is the Patron of the universal Church, a happy death, family’s, fathers, expectant mothers, travellers, 
immigrants, craftsmen, engineers and workers. He’s also the patron of the Americas, Canada, China, 
Croatia, Mexico, Korea, Austria, Belgium, Peru, the Philippines and Vietnam.

• Apparently Joseph came from a royal lineage. He is descended from David the greatest king of Israel. 

• Joseph’s flower is the white Lilly. 

• The colour that represents st Joseph is red

ST JAMES

• He is known as St James the Greater so we may distinguish him from 
James son of Alpheus and James the brother of Jesus.

Nicaragua

• He was born in Bethseida around 3 A.D.

• He died in 44 A.D in Jerusalem.

• His remains where taken in a stone boat to Galicia, northern Spain where 
he was buried in what is now the city Santiago De Compostela.

• His feast day is July 25 and the have a firework display after a 2 week
celebration 

• Scallop shells is a symbol of st James the greater.
